SWIMMING 
It is compulsory children in Key stage 2 attend swimming 

sessions.  
The Department for Education states that all schools must 
provide swimming instruction in Key Stage 2. This hour 

swimming session is equivalent to 1 hour of PE. Schools must 
provide 2 hours of Physical activity per week. 

In particular, pupils should be taught to: 
* Swim competently, confidently and proficiently over a  

distance of at least 25 metres 
* Use a range of strokes effectively [for example, front crawl,  

backstroke and breaststroke] 
* Perform safe self- rescue in different water-based  

situations. 
MISSING SWIMMING SESSIONS 

If your child is unwell and still able to attend school, chil-
dren will be expected to walk to the swimming baths as part 

of their additional weekly exercise. 
If you have a medical reason why your child cannot attend 

their weekly swimming session you must speak to  
Mrs Halliwell in advance of the swimming session.
